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                                       AUS Visiting Scholar | Policy
Visiting scholars include personnel that are not hired as AUS employees, yet need to have access to AUS facilities in order to conduct their research and/or help AUS faculty in research related activities. Currently this category includes: selected scholarship recipients (Fulbright program, etc) and research assistants, visiting faculty (e.g. Fulbright scholars, faculty on sabbaticals), doctoral students conducting dissertation research, and future graduate students who are awaiting their admission into AUS graduate programs.
All the expenses incurred are charged against the host faculty’s internal/external research fund.   These expenses include (but are not limited to): monthly stipends, accommodation, visa processing fee and health insurance premium.  AUS provides visiting scholars with an AUS ID, email account and access to library service during their tenure at AUS. AUS or a specific school or college may provide additional support, i.e. financial, accommodation, access to lab facilities etc. However, this is done on a case by case basis and with the pre-approval of the Provost and other vice chancellors as deemed appropriate. 
The faculty member hosting the Visiting Scholar is responsible for ensuring availability of enough funds to cover the incurred expenses and providing assistance to the Visiting Scholar arrival, settling and departure. In regards to stipends being paid from an external grant, the entire amount (for the duration of stay of the scholar), will be transferred from the external fund to an AUS account so as to ensure availability of funds for payroll. The hosting faculty may need to purchase additional insurance for the visiting scholar, if his/her  work at AUS involves use of chemicals or other  high risk activities to him, others or AUS facilities.   The hosting faculty initiates the process by filling the Visiting Scholar form available on the International Exchange Office (IXO) website (www.aus.edu/ixo).  In addition, upon arrival, the Visiting Scholar is required to sign a liability waiver form for using AUS facilities. This form shall be submitted to IXO upon arrival.
