Admission Requirements

(Times Higher Education), we understand that every applicant is different.

Depending on where you completed your secondary school studies, you’ll need 
to meet specific admission requirements. 

Admission to the university is competitive and the actual required minimum average 
for consideration and to guarantee a seat will depend on a number of factors, 
including your average secondary education scores, SAT scores (if applicable), the 
number of qualified applicants, the number of available seats and your English 
proficiency testing scores.

The minimum required average for accepting an application for consideration is the 
equivalent of 80 percent or more in the final year of secondary school (depending 
on the education system), or 80 percent or more in the best two out of the last three 
years.
